Wolfsonian, an original and varied collection
comprising objects and works of art dating from 1880 '
to 1945. The collection, with more then 18.000 items,
comprises architectural drawings, graphics, posters,
sketches and drawings (the Archives), books,
publications, posters (the Library), paintings,
sculptures, furniture, complete furnishings, glass,
ceramics, metalwork, silver objects (the Objects).
